Three dead, 50 hurt in multiple Thai south bombs. AFPNARATHIWAT, Thailand - [image: ]Multiple bombings killed at least three people and wounded 50 on Friday in Thailand's insurgency-plagued deep south, police said, amid signs of escalating violence in the region.  Three near-simultaneous blasts targeted a hotel, police station and a Chinese-Thai cultural centre in Sungai Golok, in Narathiwat, one of three provinces in the Muslim-majority south where a seven-year rebellion has claimed thousands of lives.  It was initially unclear whether the casualties were concentrated in a particular area of the town, which is on Thailand's border with Malaysia.  Two of the devices - outside the Parkson hotel and the Chinese centre - were believed to have been planted on motorcycles. The police station explosion was thought to be from a car bomb. (Straits Times)



Pacific Rim



N.Korean Regime 'Shaking Down People'.  The North Korean regime is extorting money from ordinary people as hopes fade of achieving the propaganda goal of becoming a "powerful and prosperous nation" by 2012, a source claimed Thursday. The source, who is familiar with North Korean affairs, said, "Officials from the Workers Party's propaganda department are extorting money from people in the markets after lecturing them on the need to build a prosperous nation." "The regime used to urge people to donate money in every crucial situation, including construction of power stations, but it's now resorting to plain extortion by simply hectoring people to cough up," the source added. At these lectures, officials act like phony auctioneers by citing examples of donations in other regions or by making it look as if some people in the audience were donating money voluntarily, when in fact party officials had told them in advance to do so. According to the source, officials in North Hwanghae Province said people who were impressed by the North Korean artillery shelling of a South Korean island -- apparently referring to Yeonpyeong Island -- donated money to the project. Officials in Chongjin extorted donations by saying those who donate money will not have to explain how they made it. The state-run media, meanwhile, are full of stories that emphasize a spirit of sacrifice. In a story dated Aug. 3, the Rodong Sinmun daily praised "Song-hee," a female character in a play titled "We'll Remember Today," which leader Kim Jong-il reportedly called a masterpiece. The daily said, "She gave rice she was going to cook for herself to an engineer at a power station building site. She starved to death, clasping a basket full of wild plants. She trusted the fatherland and sacrificed her life for it." But apparently the effect of the measures is merely to increase resentment. "People are saying, Stop sponging off us. We don't want a powerful and prosperous nation,'" the source said. (Chosunilbo)



[image: ]Kim Jong Il’s “fun trip” to Siberia and Russia’s Far East and his meeting with Russian President Dmitry Medvedev has started to yield fruit.  An anonymous official in Russia’s Ministry of Finance told Izvestiya that it had finalized plans to cancel 90% of the DPRK’s $11 billion debt to the former Soviet Union.  The remaining 10% will be invested in joint projects to be developed within the DPRK.  In Moscow, DPRK Minister of Oil Industry, Kim Hui Yong (Kim Hu’i-yo’ng) met with Gazprom officials to discuss “practical organization” in pipeline construction, as well as establishing a “working group.”  Kim’s meeting occurred about a week after Gazprom ceremoniously opened the Sakhalin-Vladivostok pipeline.  It also took place while the head of ROK’s KOGAS arrived in Moscow to meet with Gazprom officials. Kim So-hyun of  Korea Herald writes: On Wednesday, the South’s Korea Gas Corp. said that its president, Choo Kang-soo, left for Russia for meetings with officials of Russia’s largest gas firm Gazprom. His departure came a day after North Korea’s Oil Industry Minister Kim Hui-yong headed to Russia, according to Pyongyang’s Korean Central News Agency. Choo, as then vice president of Hyundai Corp., had assisted Lee as Hyundai E&C sought to ink the MOU with Moscow two decades ago. KOGAS and Gazprom had signed a memorandum of understanding in September 2008 in which the two agreed to push for the pipeline natural gas project. Lee then named Choo as head of KOGAS. “Talks on the PNG project began to speed up recently,” KOGAS spokesman Song Jae-ho said. Choo met with Alexander Ananenkov, deputy chairman of Gazprom’s management committee, early last month in Russia. North Korea’s Kim also met with Ananenkov early July in Pyongyang. Last month, North Korean leader Kim Jong-il said he supports Moscow’s long-sought project to push for gas exports to Korea during summit talks with Russian President Dmitry Medvedev. The discussions between KOGAS and Gazprom are expected to be followed up by Korea-Russia joint economic committee meetings on Oct. 24-25 in Seoul, in which Finance Minister Bahk Jae-wan and Russian Minister of Regional Development Viktor Basargin will take part as head of delegations. Basargin held similar meetings with North Korea late last month in which the two sides negotiated the PNG project. (North Korea Leadership Watch)

Mexico Independence Event "El Grito" Cancelled After 40 Gunmen Threaten Violence. Mexico is marking the 201st anniversary of the "Grito de Dolores" honoring the call to arms made by the priest Miguel Hidalgo in 1810 that began the struggle for independence from Spain. A traditional patriotic yell to celebrate Mexican independence was cancelled after a crew of gunmen appeared. Authorities in a small town in western Mexico canceled Thursday night's "El Grito" festivities ushering in Independence Day after 40 gunmen arrived at the main square threatening to attack civilians. Michoacan state police beefed up security in the town of Querendaro because of the threat, said the state police chief, Armando Soto la Marina. Mayor Filiberto Romero suspended the traditional event in which he was to cry "Viva Mexico!" from the balcony of the town hall, drawing the same shout in unison from hundreds of people gathered below. But men carrying rifles and grenades arrived and demanded they [image: ]clear out or be attacked. People fled in panic. Some took refuge inside the government building waiting for the gunmen to leave. There were no reports of injuries. No information on who the gunmen were was available late Thursday, but the presence of high-caliber weapons indicated the incident might be drug cartel related. A grenade attack on the same holiday in 2008 killed eight people and wounded dozens in the main square of the Michoacan state capital, Morelia. Most Independence Day festivities have gone on as usual this year, but local authorities have canceled patriotic events in the past in worry about possible attacks by drug gangs. Last year, the mayor of the border city of Ciudad Juarez, considered the epicenter of Mexico's drug war, canceled the traditional event. More than 35,000 people have been killed since Mexican President Felipe Calderon launched an armed offensive against drug cartels in December 2006, according to an official tally. Other groups say the death toll is about 40,000. (Fox News Latino)

Instead they will focus on Europe and the Mideast exploiting opportunities provided by the financial crisis, Arab spring, and ongoing issues.  Factions of the IIM, particularly l Qaeda in the Arabian Peninsula (AQAP) will continue plots and plans involving explosives, whether they be a suicide bomber with a surgically impacted device or a package bomb. If they can attack an aircraft by 9-11-11, they will do so, if not, so what there will always be another target.  Rudd



National Threat Assessment.  12 AUG 11.  The primary threat within the homeland is the Homegrown Violent Extremist (HVE)  The most likely threats up to and during the 9-11-11 period are small arms, IED, and VBIED incidents executed by HVE.  Rudd



Korea Threat Assessment.  22 AUG 11.  Kim Chong Il, continuing his effort to ensure the DPRK will be a nuclear power, execute military-first policies, and become  a “mighty and prosperous country” by 2012 when North Korea celebrates the 100th anniversary of the birth of Kim Il-sung, has recognized that he must keep the populace in check, continue supporting the military and elite-while guaranteeing their support, retain power, and ensure his regime is postured for confrontation instead of rapprochement has traveled to Russia, both to shore up that relationship as well as dissuade the PRC from thinking that he, and more importantly his son, are in their pocket.  Humanitarian aid is the near term key to his survival, and advancing of his plans.  (Rudd)
