Allegation (s):   Use of Deadly Force Review  
 
Synopsis:  
On September 3, 2018 Christopher Rollins led Clark County deputies in a pursuit covering several 
miles in the Hazel Dell area. The pursuit was ultimately terminated by deputies due to Rollins’ 
outrageous driving to avoid capture. Deputy Sean Boyle spotted Rollins’s truck and trailer a short 
time after deputies lost sight of the suspect near NE 98th St and Tenny Creek Road. Deputy Boyle 
confronted Rollins which led to a physical altercation, K-9 deployment, and foot pursuit before 
Rollins returned to the truck and attempted to flee again.   
 
As Rollins attempted to flee in what was later confirmed to be a stolen truck, he collided with 
several parked vehicles on the narrow roadway of the neighborhood. As he accelerated between 
forward and reverse attempting to free his vehicles from the wreckage, Deputy Boyle fired one shot 
at Rollins to prevent his escape. Deputy Boyle’s shot missed Rollins but it caused his immediate 
surrender, and he was taken into custody.  
 
The Vancouver Police Department investigated the incident, charged Rollins and cleared Deputy 
Boyle of any criminal wrong-doing. This report is a review of Deputy Boyle’s use of deadly force.  
 
Investigation: 
At the conclusion of the criminal investigation conducted by Vancouver Police Department which 
cleared Deputy Boyle of any criminal wrong-doing, Chief Chapman requested that Internal Affairs 
conduct an investigation to determine if Deputy Boyle’s actions were within CCSO Use of Force 
policies.  
 
(The following is a summary of the series of events. The full details are available in VPD’s reports 
2318-13416 and CCSO reports 18008311.) 
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On September 23, 2018 at about 2230 hours, deputies were dispatched to a hit and run collision at 
12102 NW 21st Ave. The victim told dispatchers that a Chevy truck pulling a flatbed trailer struck a 
parked car and fence. The victim provided a description of the vehicle, last known direction of 
travel, and added that he believed the driver might be intoxicated.  
 
Deputies located the vehicle in the area traveling with no headlights. When deputies attempted to 
initiate a traffic stop, the truck accelerated to flee. The stolen truck travelled at excessive speeds, 
swerved in and out of traffic, and sped through a red light controlled intersection with complete 
disregard for other traffic. At this point the patrol sergeant advised patrol units to terminate their 
pursuit of the vehicle because of its outrageous driving and disregard for public safety.  
 
Minutes after the pursuit was terminated, Deputy Boyle located the truck in the Tenny Creek 
neighborhood.  As he approached he saw the suspect exit the truck and begin to flee on foot. Deputy 
Boyle parked and deployed his K-9 Jango. 
 
Jango bit the suspect on the arm and again on the leg. The suspect refused verbal commands and 
continued to make his way back to the stolen truck/trailer with Jango still on the bite. Deputy Boyle 
engaged in a physical altercation with the suspect as he climbed back into the truck. During the 
altercation Deputy Boyle injured his bicep and hamstring. The suspect began to accelerate the 
vehicle with Jango still on the bite and Deputy Boyle running alongside the truck as he held onto the 
suspect. As the vehicle continued to accelerate Deputy Boyle and Jango had to release their holds on 
the suspect.  Deputy Boyle believed at that point he was the victim of an Assault I because he had 
been almost run over.  
 
After Deputy Boyle and Jango let go of the suspect he continued a short distance down 98th Ave. 
Deputy Boyle heard a crash and assumed the suspect vehicle hit parked vehicles on the roadway. 
While still on foot along with Jango he was again able to approach the truck thinking the suspect 
would exit and flee on foot.  
 
The suspect did not exit the truck but instead began revving the engine and moving in reverse.  
Believing the suspect was going to get away, Deputy Boyle said he drew his firearm, aimed at the 
driver, and fired one shot. He believed the bullet struck the suspect because he (suspect) 
immediately rolled onto his side inside the cab and yelled “I’m done - I’m done!” The bullet did not 
hit the suspect. The suspect, Christopher Rollins, was taken into custody and transported to the 
hospital for minor injuries related to the K-9 deployment. He was not injured as a result of Deputy 
Boyle’s gunfire.  
 
A portion of the incident was captured on video by a residential surveillance camera. There is no 
audio available but the video confirms Deputy Boyle’s description of the events.  
 
Deputy Boyle’s statement to justify his decision to use deadly force was based on several factors 
which he believed are covered under a portion of CCSO policy 01.25.010.  

A deputy may use deadly force to affect the arrest or prevent the escape of a suspected 
felon (fleeing felon) where the deputy has probable cause to believe that the suspect has 
committed a felony involving the infliction or threatened infliction of serious physical 
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injury or death and the subject’s escape would pose an imminent danger of death or 
serious physical injury to deputies or other persons.  

 
Throughout Deputy Boyle’s interview he articulates the circumstances which he considered to 
justify deadly force. At the time he used deadly force the suspect was attempting to flee and if 
allowed to escape would have posed a danger to other deputies and the general public. Below is an 
excerpt from Deputy Boyle’s interview with Vancouver Police detectives when asked to summarize 
the facts and circumstances justifying his decision to use deadly force: 
 
Well, the - the totality of everything that happened prior to the point of me discharging my 
firearm, the suspect had every opportunity to give up. Um, I exhausted what I believed any 
resources available to me to stop the suspect and his behavior led me to believe that he would 
not stop if he hurt, killed, or he was not gonna stop, no matter what. Um, so, at that point, I 
believed I had no choice but to use my firearm in an effort to stop him. 
 
Deputy Boyle was standing to the side of Rollins’ stolen truck and not in danger of being struck or 
injured by the truck if he had continue to move forward or backward. At the time Deputy Boyle 
fired there were no other people in close proximity to the truck other than the driver, Rollins. 
Deputy Boyle does not state that he fired to protect his life or lives of others in but rather to prevent 
Rollins escape which would subsequently endanger lives if he continued to flee in the stolen truck.  
 
 
Policy: (Highlights added to applicable portions) 
 
01.21.040 USE OF FORCE 

It is the policy of the Clark County Sheriff’s Office that deputies shall use only that amount of 
force that reasonably appears necessary, given the facts and circumstances perceived by the 
deputy at the time of the event, to effectively bring an incident under control. “Reasonableness” 
of the force used must be judged from the perspective of a reasonable deputy on the scene at the 
time of the incident. Any interpretation of “reasonableness” must allow for the fact that police 
officers are often forced to make split-second decisions in circumstances that are tense, uncertain 
and rapidly evolving about the amount of force that is necessary in a particular situation. 

In accordance with RCW 10.31.050, any peace officer that has reasonable cause to believe 
that the person to be arrested has committed a public offense may use all necessary force to 
affect the arrest, prevent escape, or to overcome resistance. A peace officer who makes or 
attempts to make an arrest need not retreat or desist from their efforts by reason of resistance or 
threatened resistance of the person being arrested; nor shall such officer be deemed the aggressor 
or lose their right to self-defense by the use of reasonable force to affect the arrest or to prevent 
escape or to overcome resistance. 
 
01.21.050 USE OF DEADLY FORCE 

Deputies should exhaust every reasonable tactical tool at their disposal before resorting to the 
use of firearms or other means of deadly force. The necessity of controlling the use of service 
weapons is the responsibility of each deputy and is expected by the public they serve. Deputies 
shall not discharge a firearm other than for practice or training at authorized locations except 
when in performance of duties. This shall be done only after all other reasonable means have 
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failed or circumstances do not permit alternatives. Use of deadly force is justified under the 
following circumstances: 

• A deputy may use deadly force to protect themselves or others from what they reasonably 
believe would be an immediate threat of death or serious bodily injury; 

• A deputy may use deadly force to affect the arrest or prevent the escape of a suspected 
felon (fleeing felon) where the deputy has probable cause to believe that the suspect has 
committed a felony involving the infliction or threatened infliction of serious physical 
injury or death and the subject’s escape would pose an imminent danger of death or 
serious physical injury to deputies or other persons. Under such circumstances, a verbal 
warning should precede the use of deadly force, where feasible. 

Deputies may use deadly force against fleeing felons pursuant to RCW 9A.16.040.  
 
01.21.053 SHOOTING AT VEHICLES 

Deputies shall not shoot at moving or fleeing vehicles involved in violations of motor vehicle 
laws. This section does not limit a deputy's right of self-defense or in the defense of others whose 
lives they believe are in danger. 

 
RCW 9A.16.040 

Justifiable homicide or use of deadly force by public officer, peace officer, person 
aiding—Good faith standard (as amended by 2018 c 11 (Initiative Measure No. 
940) and 2019 c 1 (Initiative Measure No. 940)). 

*** CHANGE IN 2019 *** (SEE 1064-S.SL) *** 
(1) Homicide or the use of deadly force is justifiable in the following cases: 
(a) When a public officer applies deadly force in obedience to the judgment of a competent court; or 
(b) When necessarily used by a peace officer meeting the good faith standard of this section to overcome 

actual resistance to the execution of the legal process, mandate, or order of a court or officer, or in the discharge of a 
legal duty; or 

(c) When necessarily used by a peace officer meeting the good faith standard of this section or person 
acting under the officer's command and in the officer's aid: 

(i) To arrest or apprehend a person who the officer reasonably believes has committed, has attempted to 
commit, is committing, or is attempting to commit a felony; 

(ii) To prevent the escape of a person from a federal or state correctional facility or in retaking a person 
who escapes from such a facility; 

(iii) To prevent the escape of a person from a county or city jail or holding facility if the person has been 
arrested for, charged with, or convicted of a felony; or 

(iv) To lawfully suppress a riot if the actor or another participant is armed with a deadly weapon. 
(2) In considering whether to use deadly force under subsection (1)(c) of this section, to arrest or apprehend 

any person for the commission of any crime, the peace officer must have probable cause to believe that the suspect, 
if not apprehended, poses a threat of serious physical harm to the officer or a threat of serious physical harm to 
others. Among the circumstances which may be considered by peace officers as a "threat of serious physical harm" 
are the following: 

(a) The suspect threatens a peace officer with a weapon or displays a weapon in a manner that could 
reasonably be construed as threatening; or 

(b) There is probable cause to believe that the suspect has committed any crime involving the infliction or 
threatened infliction of serious physical harm. 

Under these circumstances deadly force may also be used if necessary to prevent escape from the officer, 
where, if feasible, some warning is given, provided the officer meets the good faith standard of this section. 

(3) A public officer covered by subsection (1)(a) of this section shall not be held criminally liable for using 
deadly force without malice and with a good faith belief that such act is justifiable pursuant to this section. 
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(4) A law enforcement officer shall not be held criminally liable for using deadly force if such officer meets 
the good faith standard adopted in this section. 

(5) The following good faith standard is adopted for law enforcement officer use of deadly force: 
(a) The good faith standard is met only if both the objective good faith test in (b) of this subsection and the 

subjective good faith test in (c) of this subsection are met. 
(b) The objective good faith test is met if a reasonable officer, in light of all the facts and circumstances 

known to the officer at the time, would have believed that the use of deadly force was necessary to prevent death or 
serious physical harm to the officer or another individual. 

(c) The subjective good faith test is met if the officer intended to use deadly force for a lawful purpose and 
sincerely and in good faith believed that the use of deadly force was warranted in the circumstance. 

(d) Where the use of deadly force results in death, substantial bodily harm, or great bodily harm, an 
independent investigation must be completed to inform the determination of whether the use of deadly force met the 
objective good faith test established by this section and satisfied other applicable laws and policies. 

(6) For the purpose of this section, "law enforcement officer" means any law enforcement officer in the 
state of Washington, including but not limited to law enforcement personnel and peace officers as defined by 
RCW 43.101.010. 

(7) This section shall not be construed as: 
(a) Affecting the permissible use of force by a person acting under the authority of RCW 9A.16.020 

or 9A.16.050; or 
(b) Preventing a law enforcement agency from adopting standards pertaining to its use of deadly force that 

are more restrictive than this section. 
 

Conclusion: 
  
During the course of the investigation, Dep. Boyle articulated his concerns which gave him legal 
justification for the use of deadly force. The investigation appears to be thorough but this review 
applies Deputy Boyle’s actions to CCSO policies. Deputy Boyle believed that the suspect, if 
allowed to escape, would create a danger to the community based on his outrageous behavior to 
avoid capture. The first line of CCSO Use of Deadly Force policy 01.21.050 states that deputies 
should use every reasonable tactical tool available to them before resorting to the use of firearms. In 
his statement Deputy Boyle describes exactly that: “Um, I exhausted what I believed any resources 
available to me to stop the suspect and his behavior led me to believe that he would not stop if he 
hurt, killed, or he was not gonna stop, no matter what. Um, so, at that point, I believed I had no 
choice but to use my firearm in an effort to stop him.”  The criminal investigation conducted by 
VPD found that Rollins’ escape would pose such a threat to the community that it justified Deputy 
Boyle’s use of deadly force.  
 
There is no way to determine if the suspect could have, or would have, escaped and no way to know 
if any other lives would have been put at risk if Deputy Boyle had not fired a shot. Generally, 
shooting at moving vehicles creates a situation which is arguably more dangerous than the situation 
would be without shooting. The CCSO policy 01.23.053 “Shooting at Vehicles” limits the deputy’s 
discretion to shoot at moving or fleeing vehicles unless it’s done in self-defense or the defense of 
others.  
 
At the time Deputy Boyle fired at Rollins, Deputy Boyle was several feet to the side of the vehicle 
and in no danger of being struck whether it went forward or backward. There were also no other 
persons in close proximity to the suspect’s vehicle so it’s difficult to argue that he fired in the 
defense of others. However, the “defense of others” portion of the policy is subjective and an 
argument can be made that preventing Rollins escape was necessary to protect the community. 
According to the policy, justification to shoot at moving vehicles in the defense of others is based on 
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“lives they (the deputies) believe are in danger.”  Deputy Boyle’s statement makes it clear that he 
believed lives of others were in danger.  
 
The final sentence in CCSO’s Use of Deadly Force policy 01.21.050 states; “Deputies may use 
deadly force against fleeing felons pursuant to RCW 9A.16.040”. This provides a very clear 
justification that Deputy Boyle acted within this policy because section C (i) states:  To arrest or 
apprehend a person who the officer reasonably believes has committed, has attempted to 
commit, is committing, or is attempting to commit a felony; Furthermore section (2) states: (2) In 
considering whether to use deadly force under subsection (1)(c) of this section, to arrest or 
apprehend any person for the commission of any crime, the peace officer must have probable 
cause to believe that the suspect, if not apprehended, poses a threat of serious physical harm to 
the officer or a threat of serious physical harm to others. Deputy Boyle’s action falls within the 
guidelines of this RCW because he had more than a reasonable belief that Rollins had committed 
a felony crime and clearly, if he had escaped he posed a threat of physical harm to the officer or 
a threat of physical harm to others. The final sentence of the CCSO policy essentially states that 
if it fits within the RCW guidelines, it fits within the policy.  
 
This investigation found that Deputy Boyle’s actions were within CCSO policies.  
 
Administrative Considerations:   
The review of this investigation found some training issues that can be addressed to help deputies 
handle similar type incidences in the future.  In particular, the actions deputies take in and around 
vehicles, whether they (the vehicle) are moving or not.   
 
First, it is and has been best practice training that deputies not get inside, neither wholly or partially 
in a vehicle with a suspect.  There are several reasons for this, one of which being if the suspect 
drives away in the vehicle, the deputy could be ran over by the vehicle when falling away or out of 
the vehicle.  During this incident, Deputy Boyle stated he did get inside the vehicle with the suspect 
and a physical confrontation ensued.  At some point during the confrontation the suspect made the 
decision to drive away.  Deputy Boyle then either fell or was thrown from the vehicle and was not 
sure if he was struck by the truck or not.  This type of confrontation inside a vehicle should be 
addressed in future training to help reduce or eliminate this occurring and a deputy getting injured.   
 
Secondly, it is important to address in training the positioning deputies take during these type 
incidences when around suspect vehicles.  Proper training with regards to the inherent dangers of 
suspect confrontations around moving vehicles can also help reduce the amount of injuries and 
exposure deputies have from being struck by suspect vehicles.

1. Welcome/Introductions –  
 
The welcome of the LEAC began at 12:03 p.m. by Chairman Candice Flaherty.  Chairman 
Flaherty then asked those in attendance for introductions. 
 
Review and Approval of January 9, 2019 Minutes – 
 
Chairman Flaherty requested a review of the meeting minutes for the January 19, 2019, LEAC 
meeting. With no corrections, omissions or clarifications identified a motion to approve minutes 
was introduced, seconded and carried by the LEAC to approve the meeting minutes as submitted. 
 
2. New Business –  
 
Deputy Director Duran began by referring all LEAC members to the meeting agenda and 
provided updates on the following: 
 

• New Commander for Thurston County TF, Tim Rudloff. 
• New NW HIDTA ISC Manager, Drug Enforcement Administration Supervisory 

Intelligence Research Specialist, Tim Halvorsen. 
• Retirement of Washington State Patrol (WSP) Assistant Chief (AC) Jason Berry.  

AC Rob Huss is the new Executive Board member representing WSP. 
• Brian Moran is the new US Attorney for the Western District of Washington. 
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• US Postal Inspection Service (USPIS) Inspector in Charge, Anthony Galetti, is now a 
non-voting member of the Executive Board. 

 
Deputy Director Duran proposed that the terms of service for the LEAC Chairman and Vice 
Chairman should be defined by the calendar year, and that the terms of the current LEAC 
Chairman and Vice Chairman should therefore be extended so as to expire on December 31, 
2019.  A motion was made, seconded, and carried to extend the terms.  
 
Deputy Director Duran informed the LEAC that there would no longer be scheduled case 
presentations by each initiative at Executive Board meetings.  Moving forward, significant cases 
will be selected to highlight the newest trends and threats associated with the region.  Presenters 
will be contacted in advance to prepare and present at Executive Board meetings.   
 
Deputy Director Duran explained the vision of assigning analysts to counties and initiatives.  The 
analysts will be reaching out to the initiatives to begin work on a portfolio for each county.  The 
idea is to have each assigned analyst become the expert for the drug trends and issues within the 
county and to be a conduit for information sharing between public health, community 
organizations, and law enforcement.  This will allow the NW HIDTA to give updates on 
intelligence throughout the region to the Executive Board and the LEAC community.  ISC 
Manager Tim Halvorsen will oversee this developing project.   
 
The new NW HIDTA organizational chart can be found in the LEAC meeting booklet.  All case 
related requests for analytical assistance should be submitted to NW HIDTA ISC Manager Tim 
Halvorsen. 
 
The NW HIDTA expects to get a Public Health Analyst (PHA) and a Drug Investigation Officer 
(DIO) in the future as part of the overdose response strategy.  The Centers for Disease Control 
and Prevention plan to out-place PHAs and HIDTA funding to hire DIOs is being implemented 
in phases, with the first placements to be supported by a multi-HIDTA discretionary funding 
request submitted to the National HIDTA Program. These positions will allow more interaction 
with NW HIDTA personnel, initiatives and public health organizations. 
 
Executive Director Weiner was asked to become a member of the Western Regional 
Counterdrug Training Center (WRCTC) Board.  The WRCTC has funding available for law 
enforcement training and the NW HIDTA will work with WRCTC to make additional training 
available.  The WRCTC has a new cadre of experienced law enforcement instructors available.  
If there is specific training needed the WRCTC has the ability to reach out to their network of 
trainers nationwide.   
 
NW HIDTA can provide Performance Management Program (PMP) Training to the LEAC 
members.  If anyone needs assistance or training our PMP coordinator, Michelle Pham, can 
provide any needed training.  PMP information is on page eighteen of the LEAC meeting 
booklet.  Northwest HIDTA will assist with entries in the near future.  Formal 
commander/supervisor training and a toolkit with HIDTA related information is currently being 
developed to assist new and existing task force commanders/supervisors.   
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Task force commanders/supervisors are encouraged to reach out to fiscal officer Penny Sedam 
for any fiscal related matters.  Additionally, task force commanders/supervisors can contact 
Operations Supervisor Wil Snyder for any PMP related matters anytime.   
 
Deputy Director Duran informed the LEAC that the 2020 NW HIDTA budget was approved by 
the Executive Board.  Any questions regarding the budget allocations can be answered by fiscal 
officer Penny Sedam or by Deputy Director Duran.   
 
Fiscal officer Sedam provided a budget update.  Some initiatives still have 2018 money 
available. The 2019 funds are now available.  NW HIDTA has the option of asking for an 
extension on funds that have not been spent if a reasonable justification exists.  This year the 
funding was received late because of the government shutdown.  The Washington State Patrol 
Financial Audit for years 2016-2017 is scheduled for July 8-16, 2019.   
 
Deputy Director Duran advised the LEAC that they are only required to meet twice a year.  He 
proposed that the meetings no longer take place following the Executive Board meetings.  
Deputy Director Duran suggested hosting one meeting on the eastside of the state or another 
location outside of Seattle.  The majority agreed to separate the LEAC meetings from the 
Executive Board meetings and hold at least one meeting at an alternate location.  The LEAC also 
agreed that meeting twice a year would be sufficient and preferred.   
 
3. Old Business –  
 
Deputy Director Duran announced that NW HIDTA is awaiting receipt of the management letter 
regarding the Acuity Performance Audit; preliminary indications, however, are that no 
significant findings will be reported. 
 
The date and time of the next LEAC meeting will be announced when the location and date are 
determined.   
 
4. General Discussion –  
 
Mark Haigh advised that he would like to conference call/video conference in when possible.

• Self-Admitted male patient suffering mental crisis (detox) became physically aggressive with 
staff 

• Staff by policy is not to physically restrain patients 
• Patients can self-admit, but cannot self-discharge (must be released by doctor) 
• Staff stated patient was not of sound mind due to detox and could not think rationally 
• Patient chased the staff around the Sunrise Unit, attempting to strike them and take their key 

card (to escape) 
• Patient punched a shatter proof window and broke it 
• Staff attempted to give patient a “B-52” sedative via injection; however the patient took the 

needle away from the nurse.  
• Staff then went hands on and tackled the patient and held him down.   
• 6 staff members struggled to keep him on the floor 
• Staff stated entire event lasted 45 minutes 
• I completed an ITA and he went to Peace Health SW 
• Patient is in ICU due to extreme detox 
• Staff was very upset that the senior management will not provide any safety measures 

(restraints, security staff, etc.) 
• Staff stated they have been assaulted multiple times, with a doctor being punched and knocked

Thanks for your response and information.

Our neighborhood has posted 25MPH speed limits.  The
roads are narrow, curvy, and without defined shoulders.
 We have lots of dog walkers, horse riders and runners
who use the roads.  More and more complaints are being
voiced about speeding, and disregard for pedestrians.
 We believe it is a mixture of owners and visitors to the
mountain (guests, repairmen, delivery drivers, etc) and a
fair number of teen-aged drivers. I don’t think anyone
has been able to isolate any primary offenders, it seems
to be a mixture of many people.

One road, NE Livingston Mt. Rd turns into NE Spud Mt
Rd and goes through the entire neighborhood.  This
seems to be where most of the speeding occurs, as it
leads to the gated exit on NE Livingston Rd., and down
to NE 53rd.  Personally, I followed one vehicle a few
weeks ago.  I was doing 40 and could not catch up to
them, nor see which house they pulled into along NE
Spud Mt Rd.

Another trouble spot is the STOP sign just outside our of
our neighborhood gates.  Three way intersection of L-
1000, Livingston Rd and Livingston Mt. Rd.  There is a
STOP sign on L-1000 and on Livingston Mt. Rd but very
few people bother to stop at the Livingston Mt. Rd. side.

Private property genuinely
doesn't allow LE the ability to enforce traffic
laws, with the exception of criminal traffic
laws.  The RCW 46.61.419 is interesting,
although with a minimum of 20mph I
wonder if that will address the concerns ?
 Are there specific neighbors/vehicles you
believe are driving faster than 20mph ?
 
I'm going to forward this email to the
commander for patrol activities; Cmdr.
Duncan Hoss.  I'm sure once the
neighborhood association completes their
portion of the requirements our office would
be willing to be a partner.

InsightRT1-HCB-MIL Includes the Hard Case version with InsightRT1 inside and 2 Milwaukee M-
18 battery attachments on the outside. 
(Currently there is a single prototype that is undergoing evaluation, final release and pricing is 
pending) 
 
Streaming Service: 
The InsightRT1 is simple to use. 
After selecting the appropriate wifi connection and entering its password, the unit will power on and is 
ready to stream. The InsightRT1 will operate over any internet connection, either wifi adapter, a 
bonded cellular system or via ethernet connector. 
The Operator (drone pilot, by way of example) connects the video feed from his/her display device 
(Crystal Sky) and attaches it to the InsightRT1 with a standard HDMI cable. 
 
On powerup the device defaults to the “Start Stream” page. 
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The Operator starts the stream by selecting “Start Stream”. 
 
On the receive side, the streams can be viewed on any computer or Android device using the 
“Chrome” browser, or on iOS iPad or iPhone Safari will operate. 
Upon engaging the “Start Stream” button all authorized users will be able to log in to the supplied 
login site with their user name and password.  The screen provides quick indicators as to the status of 
the screen. If the stream indicator is solid red, it means the pilot has not yet powered up the device. 
If the background is green and the letters are red, it means the InsightRT1 is powered on but not yet 
streaming. When it changes to Green and White, it means the device is powered on and streaming. 
The user can click to view the stream and enlarge to full screen if desired.

The “Viewer User” has no external control capability.  Viewer Users only have access to view the 
stream on their selected device. 
 
The Viewer Plus User has the ability to change the bit rate or the frame rate being transmitted from 
the InsightRT1.  The importance of this control should not be underestimated. If an operator is in the 
field and the wifi signal is weak, AMV is allowing the viewers with permissions to change the bit rate 
of the signal allowing the stream to be more viewable (less pixilated) at their end.  Generally, it should 
be the incident commander that can make the bit rate change to the incoming signal, however, there 
may be incidents where a SWAT team commander may need to have priority over the administrator.   
This feature alleviates the pilot in the field from needing to make a change if requested by a 
commander. 
 
The Administrator User has the ability to change bit rate and/or frame rate as well as the ability to 
create additional users and allow their privileges. 
 
The Stream itself is delivered with less than one second of latency. Each site location will vary 
depending on the cellular service utilized, but generally speaking, we have found approximately ½ 
second of latency is the average. Additionally, if the viewer is experiencing drop outs or impaired 
quality, stream settings can be adjusted an either end to help in making the signal viewable. 
 
Version.5 software is being released with all new units. 
 
Version.5 includes a “Bandwidth Speed Test”, allowing a user in the field the ability to see what the 
wifi connection is providing in available bandwidth. 
 
Optional: 
The USB ports are now available to record the incoming video feed. 
Simply install a USB thumb drive in one of the slots and press the “Start Record” button. 
It is important to hit “Stop Record” in order to SAVE the recording. That should take about 2-5 
seconds.  (IMPORTANT- If the thumb drive is removed without saving the recording will not be 
recoverable) 
The recording will autosave should the available space reach 1% of space left on the drive.

Thanks for your response and information.

Our neighborhood has posted 25MPH speed limits.  The
roads are narrow, curvy, and without defined shoulders.
 We have lots of dog walkers, horse riders and runners
who use the roads.  More and more complaints are being
voiced about speeding, and disregard for pedestrians.
 We believe it is a mixture of owners and visitors to the
mountain (guests, repairmen, delivery drivers, etc) and a
fair number of teen-aged drivers. I don’t think anyone
has been able to isolate any primary offenders, it seems
to be a mixture of many people.
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One road, NE Livingston Mt. Rd turns into NE Spud Mt
Rd and goes through the entire neighborhood.  This
seems to be where most of the speeding occurs, as it
leads to the gated exit on NE Livingston Rd., and down
to NE 53rd.  Personally, I followed one vehicle a few
weeks ago.  I was doing 40 and could not catch up to
them, nor see which house they pulled into along NE
Spud Mt Rd.

Another trouble spot is the STOP sign just outside our of
our neighborhood gates.  Three way intersection of L-
1000, Livingston Rd and Livingston Mt. Rd.  There is a
STOP sign on L-1000 and on Livingston Mt. Rd but very
few people bother to stop at the Livingston Mt. Rd. side.
 I frequently use the L-1000 to go down the hill to
Camas, and witness cars that don’t even slow down at
the stop sign on Livingston Mt. Rd.

We have a board meeting next week, and the topic will
be raised.  I can let you know if the Board is interested in
pursuing this issue.
